means “to show or reveal."

It all begins on January 6th,
when the church remembers
God’s revealing baby Jesus as
King to the wise men. These men
saw a brilliant star appear in the
sky and set out to find its
meaning. When they learned
that it signaled the birth of the
promised king of the Jews, their
desire to find him was so great
that they left everything behind
and went searching. Imagine for
a minute, leaving your home,
family and belongings for
several months to search for
someone. You would have to be
convinced that it was a very
worthwhile person to find. Was it
the intelligence of the “wise”
men that made them understand
the true identity of Christ? Of
course it wasn’t. They could
never have discovered Jesus’
identity or location on their own.
God revealed it to them through
the scriptures and the
miraculous star that appeared.

God is also revealing himself to
us today in ways we can
understand through His creation
as well as His word. Psalm 19
verses 1-4 say “The heavens
declare the glory of God,; the
skies proclaim the work of his
hands. 8 Day after day they pour
forth speech; night after night
they reveal knowledge. 3 They
have no speech, they use no
words; no sound is heard from
them. 4 Yet their voice goes out

into all the earth, their words to
the ends of the world.” We can
learn and know about God from
Jjust observing the things in his
creation: how they look, how
they behave, how they sound
and how they feel. I love to see a
sunset. I am amazed at the
beauty and range of colors that
He created and has enabled us to
see. When Ilook at the details of
a bird or a flower, it reminds me
of how God is involved in the
smallest details of creation as
well as our lives. When I witness
a mother consoling a crying
baby, it reminds me of how God
tenderly cares for me. When I
put a Band -Aid on my children, I
am reminded that God created
our bodies to be able to heal, and
that he provided the greatest
healing of all--forgiveness of our
sin through Jesus. During the
next several weeks, seek God as
the Wise men sought the King of
the Jews. Listen to His Word,
observe His World and
participate in His forgiveness
and grace. Talk with your
parents, family and friends
about ways God is revealing
Himself to you and them.
